DECREE
Amending, supplementing some clauses of the Decree No. 57/2002/ND-CP dated 3 June 2002 of the Government providing guidelines on Ordinance of Fees and Charges
_________
GOVERNMENT
Pursuant to the Law on Government Organization dated 25 December 2001;

Pursuant to the Ordinance No.38/2001/PL-UBTVQH10 on Fees and Charges issued on 28 August 2001;

Pursuant to the Resolution No.08/2004/NQ-CP issued on 30 June 2004 of the Government on speeding up the devolution of the state management between the Government authorities and governed authorities in cities or provinces directly belonging to the Central;

At the request of the Minister for Ministry of Finance,

DECREE:

Clause 1. Amending, supplementing some clauses of the Decree No. 57/2002/ND-CP dated 3 June 2002 of the Government providing guidelines on Ordinance of Fees and Charges as follows:

1. Amending, supplementing the item 4 and 5 of the clause 3 as follows:

“4. Membership fees, monthly dues, annual dues paid based on the regulations of political organizations, political-social organization, social organizations, vocational-social organizations, clubs;

5. Some payments which are called as charges but actually being services charges are provided in other laws and regulations such as transportation freight, telecommunication fees, payment charges, money transfer charges of credit institutions, etc.”.

2. Amending, supplementing the clause 5 as follows:

“Clause 5. Authorities for regulating fees and charges are as follows:

1. The Government regulates some important fees and charges with big amounts and relating to many policies on the economic and social issues of the Government. In each stiuplated fee or charges, the Government is able to authorize for ministries or ministries-equivalent-agencies to regulate the amount for each specific case in accordance with situations in practice.

2. People’s Councils of provinces and cities directly belonging to the Central (hereinafter called provincial levels) regulate some fees and charges on management of land, natural resources; some fees and charges connecting to the governmental administration of local authorities.

3. The Ministry of Finance regulates some other fees to apply for the whole country. 

4. Authorities for regulating fees and charges are provided specifically in the list of fees and charges attached to this decree. định cụ thể trong Danh mục chi tiết phí, lệ phí ban hành kèm theo Nghị định này. Authorities for regulating fees and charges include regulating the amount, regulating payment terms, management and use of each specific fees and charges.

In case the international treaties in which Vietnam is a member proclaimed regulations on fees and charges which are not enlisted in the list of fees and charges attached to this decree, the Ministry of Finance regulates the amount and issues policies on managing and using collected fees and charges particularly in accordance with such international treaties”.

3. Amending, supplementing the clause 6 as follows:

“Clause 6. Authorities for regulating fees and charges are as follows:

1. The Government regulates some important fees with big amounts and indicating international legal meanings.

2. Provincial People’s Council regulates some fees relating to the gevernmental Administration of the local authorities in order to ensure that the implementation of social and economic policies is suitable with specific characteristics and conditions of such provinces.

3. The Ministry of Finance regulates other fees to apply for the whole country. 

4. Authorities for regulating fees and charges are provided specifically in the list of fees and charges attached to this decree. Authorities for regulating fees and charges include regulating the amount, regulating payment terms, management and use of each specific fees and charges. 

In case the international treaties in which Vietnam is a member proclaimed regulations on fees and charges which are not enlisted in the list of fees and charges attached to this decree, the Ministry of Finance regulates the amount and issues policies on managing and using collected fees and charges particularly in accordance with such international treaties”.

4. Amending, supplementing the clause 9 as follows:

“Clause 9. Principles to define the amounts are provided as follows:

Fees and charge are fixed in advance in a fixed amount for each collectible governed administrative service not in order to compensate for such service. Particularly, for registering fees, the amount is calculated by percentages (%) of the registering asset value in accordance with regulations of the Government. 

The Ministry of Finance provides guidelines on calculating amounts for fees under the authorities of the provincial People’s Councils to ensure for the application in the whole country”.

5.  Amending, supplementing the item 2, clause 12 as follows:

“2. The retained fees and charges of the agencies collecting in accordance with the item 1 of this clause are spent for following purposes:

a) Pay for officers directly performing services and collecting fees and charges: salary, wages, allowance, and other legal contributions by salary (unless salary expenses for officials and officers who are paid salary from statutory state budget);

b) Expenses directly serving for the performance of services and collection of fees and charges such as stationeries, office supplies, telecommunication, electric and water consumption fee, business trip fee, etc. in accordance with current standards and regulations;

c) Permanent repairing costs, significant repairing fee of machineries, assets or equipment directly serving for the performance of services and collection of fees and charges; fixed asset depreciation fee for the performance of services and collection of fees and charges;

d) Paying for purchasing office materials and supplies and other expenses relating to the performance of services and collection of fees and charges;

đ) Paying for bonus and welfare to officials and officers directly performing the services and collecting fees and charges in units based on the principle as follows: on the average, annually, it is not over 3 (three) months salary for each person if the current receipts are higher than previous receipts and in the maximum, equal to 2 (two) months salary if the current receipts are lower than or equal to previous receipts after having deducted expenses as provided in point a, b, c, d of this item.

Based on regulations on financial mechanism applied for collectible governed agencies and non-productive agencies and provision in this clause, Ministry of Finance provides guidelines on managing and using the retained fees and charges for collectible agencies and units”.

6. Amending, supplementing  the item 1 and item 2 of the clause 14 as follows:

“1. For as fees:

Fees are fixed in advance connecting to each governed service. In the principle, fees are not exempted or deducted unless some special cases as provided as follows:

a) For the registering fees, the Government regulates specifically for necessary cases which are exempted or deducted to implement the social-economic policies of the State in each period;

b) Exempting the birth, marriage and death fees in case of registering marriage or nursing adopted children of people in remote regions;  Exempting the birth, marriage and death fees in case of registering the birth certificates for children of poor households;

c) Exempting fees for granting business registration certificate for equitized companies in case they transfer from state enterprises to joint stock enterprises;

d) Exempting fees for granting import permission for some medicines without registering numbers used for epidemic disease prevention, natural clamity, disaster; Aid medicines; medicines served for national medical prorams; imported medicines for treating demands in hospitals in special cases; clinical testing medicines; medicines used for registering or displaying in exhibition centers; medical raw materials. Exempting fees for granting medicine exporting permissions;

đ) Exempting or deducting partly the court fees by law.

“2. For as charges:

Charges collection is to compensate for expenses and to ensure to collect capital in an appropriate time, for this reason, in principle, charges are not exempted or deducted unless some special cases as provided in this decree. Cancelling granting free cards.

Exempting, deducting fees for some following cases:

a) Exempting toll fees for:

- Ambulances including other cars which are carrying accident persons to emergent places;

- Fire truck;

- Agricultural and forestry machines including tractor-pulled plough, engined rake, hoe-machine, grass-pulling device, rice-plucking machines;

- Dyke maintaining vehicle, vehicles used for emergent flood and storm duties;

- Specialized vehicles for national defence and security including tank, armoured cars, firecracker pulling vehicle, army vehicles;

- Vehicles for funeral;

- Vehicles with escorting vehicles or guiding vehicles;

- Vehicles transporting medicines, machineries, equipment, materials and goods to disaster areas or epidemic disease areas;

- Where the traffic jams are not settled, temporarily, toll fees are not paid for two-wheel motorcycles, three-wheel motorcycles or engined two-wheel motorcycles. Exempting toll fees for national roads for two-wheel motorcycles, three-wheel motorcycles or engined two-wheel motorcycles or engined three-wheel motorcycles.

b) Deducting toll fees for monthly tickets and quarterly tickets.

The Ministry of Finance regulates specifically toll fee tickets and the managing and using policies in accordance with situations in practice.

c) Exempt or deduct a part of school fees for some objects as provided by the government in their materials on school fees;

d) Exempt or deduct a part of hospital fees for some objects as provided by the government in their materials on hospital fees;

đ) Exempt or deduct a part of irrigational fees for  some cases as provided by the government in their materials on irrigationa fees;
e) Exempt the job introductory charges for  some cases as provided by the government in their materials on jobs;

g) ) Exempt or deduct a part of court executing fees in some cases as provided by the government in their materials on civil case execution;

h) Exempt or deduct a part of court fees by law”.

Clause 2. 

1. Replacing the phrase “prices” as provided in the clause 10 of the Decree No. 57/2002/ND-CP dated 3 June 2002 of the Government providing guidelines on the implementation of the law on fees and charges by a phrase “finance”.

2. Attached to this Decree is the list of fees and charges to replace for the list of fees and charges as provided in the decree No. 57/2002/ND-CP dated 3 June 2002 of the Government providing guidelines on the implementation of the law on fees and charges.

Clause 3. This decree becomes effective after 15 days since the date on which it is posted in the official gazette..

Clause 4. Ministry of Finance provides guidelines to implement this decree.

Clause 5. Ministers, heads of ministry-equivalent agencies, heads of the governmental agencies, people’s committees of provincies and cities directly belonging to the Central and relevant organizations and individuals are responsible to implement this decree./.
